1. Purpose

Consent trends

The only clear trend common for this time of yeaas a steady stream of water permit
applications — especially in the Wairarapa. Thissvpsobably a result of the drought
conditions being experienced at that time and assault people were investigating
alternative sources for acquiring water.

Non-notified consent of interest

Te Runanganui O Taranaki Whanui ki te Upoko o te Ika a Maui Incorporated was
granted a renewal consent to take and use grouedvzathealth, cultural, drinking water
and emergency supply purposes.

The water will be used for health purposes at tinsite health clinic which has over 5,000
patient files and made available for drinking wétarover 100 households. The clinic has
patients who have an adverse tolerance to the ulater supply, which contains added
lime, fluoride and often chlorine. They also wigshuse the water for cultural purposes
which include special Maori ceremonial requirements
